QUESTION: 
1. GPA Answer #1 to RFI dated 9/20: 

a. S&C Specification bulletin 695-31 is for Solid dielectric insulation.  Please advise if this is 
acceptable or will it just be SF6 Gas based on GPA answer to question #4 of RFI dated 9/25. 

b. For Remote Supervisory being required by GPA, please advise if the remote supervision 
involves remote control of the Switch ways and VFI ways that will require motor operators, or 
will it just be for remote indication and monitoring of the status of the VFI ways? 

 
ANSWER: 

a. Solid Dielectric is acceptable. 
b. GPA requires remote supervision with remote control of the Switch ways and VFI ways.  This

3. In the RFP documents, we cannot find the specifications for the 35’ high concrete pole for roadways.
